Testing instructions:

Since many translators interface differently, testing instructions are presented with the assumption the tester has basic understanding of ANSIX12, and knows how to import or submit data to their translator

Retrieve the test data from the AEP server. http://www.aepedi.com
Edit the receiver information in the ISA and GS to match your implementation. Replace X with the appropriate values

ISA07 will be your receiver qualifier.  ISA08 will be your interchange ID (Value + spaces to 15 total characters) ISA05, 06, 07 and 08 must match the configuration record in your trading partner setup.  

Note, If your translator is set to reject duplicates, then be sure to update the ISA13, GS06, GE02 and the IEA02, each time the data is submitted.
Edit the delimiters if necessary.  Default values have been used in this example.  Segment terminators have been set to CR/LF for ease of view and manipulation.  This will not be an issue if your translator can accept this data as is.

Submit the data to your translator.  Refer to your documentation for the particular method required.
